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Perceptual processing in autistic spectrum disorder 
Our objective is to investigate auditory mechanisms related to local/ global processing and bottom-up/ top-down processing in autistic spectrum disorder (ASD). Visual studies have identified impairments in global and top-down processes that are related to specific difficulties observed in ASD individuals. If the auditory system is parallel to the visual system, we should see the same kind of impairments in global /top-down mechanisms as seen in visual ASD research. We are looking for males and females with ASD / Asperger’s syndrome over 16 years and over.

This study will involve listening to various sounds via insert ear phones during an EEG and completing various tasks/ questionnaires. Participation may take up to three hours total and will be split into 1 & 1/2 hour sessions. Training and experimental sessions will be conducted at the city campus at the University of Auckland.
